Trip to Washington, D.C. brought classroom
lessons to life for BSMS elghth graders

Early on the day after
school let out in June, 29 stu-
dents, and five parents and
teachers left Berrien Springs
for three busy days in Wash-
ington DC and nearby Virgin-
ia. The trip had been planned
since last year, and students
were able to see many of the
places and things they had
learned about in class.

The Canadian wildfires
made for a hazy first day in
Washington, but it did not di-
minish anyone’s enthusiasm.
Visiting the American History
Museum, students saw the
original Star Spangled Ban-
ner from Fort McHenry in the
War of 1812. This was some-
thing they studied during the
past year, so it really brought
classroom lessons to life. As
students visited the various
exhibits, they could be heard
calling out people and events
they remembered from school.
A visit to the Capitol was the
highlight of the first day. Our
guide showed us the statues
of Gerald Ford and Lewis Cass
that Michigan has on display
in the Capitol, as well as the
office of the Speaker of the
House.

The second day started
with visiting the Franklin
D. Roosevelt, Martin Luther
King, Jr., and World War II
Memorials before we headed
to the White House. While
waiting to enter the White
House, a presidential motor-
cade left the grounds right in
front of where our group was
standing. Once in the White
House students saw all the
official portraits of the presi-
dents including one they had
studied in class, the famous
Gilbert Stuart of Washing-
ton, saved by Dolley Madison,

during the burning of Wash-
ington. A visit to the National
Archives gave students and
chaperones a look at our
founding documents, the
Declaration of Independence,
the Constitution, and the Bill
of Rights, as well as an early
copy of the English Magna
Carta, all of which had been
studied this year in class. The
greatest thrill for the teachers
was when two of our students
politely explained the docu-
ments to some other visitors.
A visit to the National Muse-
um of African American His-
tory and Culture only served
to whet appetites for a return
visit as the six floors were
packed with both historic and
modern artifacts and exhibits.
The day ended with a trip to
the Korean War, Vietnam War,
and Lincoln Memorials. Stu-
dents were able to find several
Berrien Springs names on the
Vietnam wall, bringing the
war closer to home for them.

Berrien Springs Public
Schools has adopted an In-
tegrated Pest Management
program. Inherent with this
are Berrien Springs Public
Schools' efforts to reduce pes-
ticide use as much as possible.
While it may occasionally be
necessary to apply a pesticide,
this program does not rely on
routine pesticide applications
to resolve problems. We use
various techniques such as
habitat alteration, sanitation,
mechanical means, exclusion,
etc., to prevent pests from be-
coming a problem.

As required by Michigan
Law, you will receive advanced

No significant findings of asbestos in school

In compliance with the
1989 US Environmental Pro-
tection Agency (EPA) Asbestos
Hazard Emergency Response
Act (AHERA), we have rou-
tinely performed six month
periodic surveillance of each
of our school buildings for
asbestos-containing building
materials. The records and the
asbestos management plans
are on file in each school and

notice of non-emergency ap-
plication of a pesticide (insec-
ticide, fungicide, or herbicide),
other than bait or gel formu-
lation, which is made to the
school, school grounds, or
buildings. This advance no-
tice of a pesticide application
will be given 48-hours before
the application by the follow-
ing two methods:

Please note that notifica-
tion is not given for use of
sanitizers, germicides, dis-
infectants or anti-microbial
cleaners. In certain emergen-
cies, such as an infestation
of stinging insects, pesticides
may be applied without prior
notice to prevent injury to stu-
dents, but you will be prompt-
ly notified following any such
application, via the two post-
ing methods identified above.

You may review our In-
tegrated Pest Management
program and records of any
pesticide application upon re-
